Module Structure

This distance-learning module will run for 12 weeks from
November 2008 to April 2009. Covering the basics of ICT as
well as providing an introduction to software programming,
the schedule will include weekend instruction days

(3 Saturdays) in UCD as well as home-based project work.

Allocation of places on the module is subject to a review
process with a limit of 30 students per academic year.

Cost of Module: €100 per applicant (includes lunches
and materials)

Module Description

Students who participate in this module will be provided with an insight in to the world of
computers, both hardware and software, and the real-world application of the methodologies and
technologies studied at university. Students who successfully complete the module will be
entitled to 5 credits which may be claimed on successful application to a UCD Computer Science
degree programme.
